After receiving an OINP nomination, you can apply to the Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship 
Canada (IRCC) for permanent residence.

Entry system. If you have the right skills, experience, and 
education, you may be invited to apply.

To qualify for an OINP invitation, have an up-to 
date Express Entry profile with your most current 
work experience, language tests, and education.
